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INFORMATION ABOUT FOOT ORTHOTICS

A “functional orthotic” is a precision fabricated insert designed to externally support the bones of the foot in the position needed for proper function.  A professional laboratory using the latest materials and technology manufactures them.  Orthotics are made from plaster impressions of the patient’s feet, taken by the doctor, accompanied by a prescription giving the laboratory all necessary information; type of foot muscle function, joint range of motion, etc.  They fit a variety of shoes, are transferable, and last for years.

The case fee for one pair of orthotics is $500.00.  This is inclusive of all professional and laboratory fees.  A second pair (usually for dress shoes) is $250.00 if ordered within 5 months of casting. (Please Note: there is no new insurance paperwork provided for 2nd pairs).  Most patients require only one pair.

A deposit of $250.00 is required at the time of casting.  Approximately two to three weeks are needed for the orthotics to be made and returned.  The balance is due at the time the orthotics are dispensed to the patient, unless prior arrangements are made.  There is no additional fee for adjustments.  

If you or your spouse has “Extended Medical Benefits”, your insurance company may reimburse you for a portion or all of the cost of the orthotics.  Please check with them to alleviate any misunderstanding relative to your coverage.  Upon request, the office will provide all necessary documentation for your insurance claim.

A 30-minute appointment is required for the biomechanical evaluation and casting.  We require notification of cancellation one day prior to your appointment in order to fill that time slot with other patients on our waiting list.  Failure to give adequate notification may result in a $50.00 fee charged to the patient.
